                Note- victory is by Ippon or awasetteippon  or hansoku ( contact or mubobi)

                Kiken or shikkaku .In event of none of these the senior referee will call

                Hantei .If a draw  is the outcome then there will be  another match ,if that is                      

                   A draw then there is one minute encho –sen .After this if there is still no 

                decesion the senior referee will call hantei and all the referees at this match

                must vote for aka or shiro  

                ( note in the first match and sai shiai if one contestant has scored one 

                  wazzari and the other no score the referee may still vote a draw)

                The final rounds are all 3 ippon and 6 wazzari 

team kata – 3 players per team. One  child can compete in an adult team kata  

team kumite- mixed teams of 2 males and 1 female ( the females face each other )

rotation team kumite – all male or all female teams ( cadets aged 16 & 17 can enter team rotation )                  ( a kumite team can enter with a minimum of 2 players)

Children are aged 5-14 years ( on the day ) cadets are 15-17 years ( on the day ) adults are 18-35 years ( on the day ) and veterans are 36 years and over ( on the day )

In childrens kumite  all events  aged 5-6 , 7-8 .9-10  years there is no contact permitted to the head ,face ,neck area 

equipment permitted -  everybody , white and /or red PU karate hand pads and (except for children aged 10 years and under ) gum shields. In kumite one contestant will wear a red belt and the other a  white belt ( aka / shiro) 

Female age 15 +  chest guards  Male aged 15+ groin guards ( both of these are also advised for competitors 11 years +  )    use of shin pads is optional ( no insteps )

Judges & referees must wear a navy blazer ,grey trousers ,white shirt and suitable tie.

They should bring a whistle 

Coaches must wear a tracksuit ,with trousers to the ankles .The top should have a club name badge or logo on it . A polo shirt or t-shirt with the club name etc will be permitted . Competitors can not coach at this  event if  they have  entered( this includes entering kata or kumite )Only named coaches will be permitted to coach 

( exception is team rotation WHERE teams must have a coach and a competitor who is not part of the team will be allowed to coach BUT they must wear a track suit )

Only named coaches will be allowed into the competition arena 

Note – It is up to each individual club to decide what level a coach must be before they register them as a coach for this event .

Coaches are responsible for the behaviour of themselves and all the members of their group throughout the event .
